A phone call to dispatch must be made 

to cancel a flight if the cancellation 

happens within 24 hours before the 

start of the booking. If an instructor 

has been booked for the flight, the 

cancellation should be in agreement 

with the instructor (for example a 

cancellation due to weather). 

To book an aircraft for a period longer 

than 4 hours in one day, a phone call 

to dispatch is also required. 

An aircraft now no longer has to be 

booked 12 hours in advance. Any 

available aircraft may be booked at 

any time. However, if a pilot wishes to 

book an instructor, the 12-hour rule 

still applies. 

In order to book an aircraft with half
